Audition Day Guidelines 

 

The “Audition Day,” somewhat of a loose term, provides an opportunity for the directors, Iain and 

Ania, to: 

 Meet interested parents and participants 

 Assess the numbers of interested candidates, and focus the scope of the production 

 Hear candidates sing a song and perform a dramatic reading 

 Make casting decisions 

 Present a detailed contract to parents and participants 

 

All candidates are to prepare a song 

 May be in any style (classical, musical theatre, pop, jazz, national anthem, etc.) 

 Please provide your own accompaniment (pre-recorded audio, or live pianist) 

 Candidates are permitted to perform a capella (without accompaniment) 

Candidates auditioning for a leading role must also be prepared to do a reading or monologue 

 May be prepared in advance, or will be provided to you at the audition 

 Props/costumes are not permitted 

 We want to see your acting skills
